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City School

The City School has over 450 users in their School Premises. Students in the City school begin
computer education in the fifth grade and continue using computers through high school. School have

modern computer labs connected to the the Internet. Teachers and administrators also use computers to
track grades, attendance and other key data.



The school system’s IT department struggled with two user identification issues:

1. Very young users (6-8 years) found it difficult to remember passwords, so teachers often spent the
first 10 minutes of each computer class working with the network administrator to reset passwords for a
few students. This impacted both the student’s classroom experience and the administrator’s productivity.

2. Older students occasionally “borrowed” a userID and password from another student for use when
accessing unapproved websites from the school’s computer lab



After extensive research, the IT group decided that a
fingerprint based solution for login would eliminate the
identification problems. Precise Biometrics distributor, Data
Construction, provided

the login solution at the City School and made it possible for
the IT administrators to be sure that people were who they
claimed to be. Students did not have to remember
passwords any longer, or worry about someone misusing
their login ID.

IMPLEMENTATION DETAILS

Initial 60 user pilot went live in School

* After 1 month of successful implementation of pilot the
solution was implemented for the entire school (450
students and teachers).

* Following the pilot’s success, the other schools in the City
decided to implement the solution in their schools

* Rollout to 8 additional schools began in 2003, with more
than 3,400 students logging on using biometrics

. Support for multiple biometrics was a key decision factor,
and each school has the ability to choose between different
fingerprint scanner (TimeScan/NAC3000/Hamster) options.
